Once we have
finished measuring objects, we will be
infroduced to the part- part whole
model. This allows us to visually see the
different parts of numbers.

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Computing

To start off our computing lessons, we will be
exploring what technology is and how it helps us in
everyday tasks. We will become more familiar with
the different components of a computer by
developing our keyboard and mouse skills, and also
start to consider how to use technology responsibly.
